1 The following is the Trimester guidelines for visits:

o Once your student obtain& X rimester or above they are eligible for their fyrd

visit and spend time with them off campus in accordaritetive below guidelines. If
your student is onsiTrimester the only visiting that is allowed will daen the Parents
attend the Family Workshop weekend which they will attedth their student so as to
go through the coaching and training together. If your stiidea ® Trimester student
they are not allowed to leave the camplibe parents are required to complete their
Parent Coaching with Mary Ozurovich to be eligible to attend a kahrop/conference,
or to visit their child.

o Ifthe PD has determined that your student is ready famdly visit (and the parents
have completed their parent coaching) and they af€Taithester student then you will
be allowed to visit the campus for the Thanksgiving an@raistmas Holidays as
directed by the PD. As & Trimester student, they will not be able to leawet¢ampus
for a visit, but you will be able to come and spendhbledays on campus with them in
accordance with the below guidelines.

o If your student is a™ Trimester student or above they are eligible forrtfaghily to
visit and spend time with them off campus in accordartetive below guidelines. For
Thanksgiving, you will be able to arrive on campus theliwésday before Thanksgiving
after 5:00pm to pick up your student.

We at Abundant Life
Academy highly recommend that during this time the famgloit this opportunity to spend time
together as a unit.

We have put together the following guidelines to help ma&ebme visit fruitful and rewarding for the
student and the familyln order for a student to be eligible for a home visit, the pai®must have
completed the Parent Coaching with Mary Ozurovich and have atsghone (1) Family Restoration
Workshop/Conference.

We can not convey strongly enough that this is notithe to let the student spend time with old friends,
hang out at the mall, spend an exorbitant amount ofitinfrent of the television or gaming unit, or
otherwise spend time away from the family, thus miaing the intent of the Restoration Visit.

We recommend the following:

The student is not allowed to use a computer whileraeho
The student is not allowed to drive a vehicle withbetrtparent(s) while at home
The student is in the presence of their pareat@) times and is not allowed to wander around
by themselves.

The Home Restoration Visit is a critical compondngauging a student's progress within the program.
The student is allowed to apply principals and practiceshhee learned while at home in his/her former
environment. While on the visit, a student will hetve the support system intrinsically built in at ALA
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with coaches and peers available during stressful sihgatidhe visit will allow issues to surface for ALA
staff to focus on during the student's remaining timééprogram to ensure restoration at the time of
graduation.

As this is the first time the student has returnedhéoanvironment that created their former TWIST,
Abundant Life Academy has provided the following guidelines procedures for this critical component
in the growth of both the student and the entire family
